Event Description

A coalition of indigenous leaders and environmental and human rights organizations from dozens of countries will
gather on the opening day of World Social Forum to send a message to the world calling for urgent action to
protect the Amazon as it approaches its tipping point. Participants will form a human banner near the banks of the
Amazon River to spell out the key messages "SOS AMAZONIA" and "AMA AMAZONIA" to be photographed from
the air and transmitted worldwide, creating a powerful message for the local, regional and international media. This
"Message from the Mouth of the Amazon" will call attention to the plight of Amazon's forests and indigenous
peoples facing mounting ecological and social crisis and the urgent need to take action to guarantee their survival.

This panel will present the overarching threats, opportunities and priorities of the Amazon Indigenous Movement.
Representatives of Amazon Alliance member organizations—including leaders from indigenous federations and
allied NGOs from all nine Amazonian countries—will highlight the key issues that they are confronting at the local,
regional and international levels. This is part one of a two-part event; the second part (State of the Amazon: Part
II- Media Briefing) will enable members of the press and other participants to directly engage panelists in dialogue
and interviews.

This press conference/workshop is planned in conjunction with the Amazon Alliance and will follow up the Part |
discussion of overarching threats, opportunities and priorities of the Amazon Indigenous Movement. In this briefing
indigenous leaders and environmental and human rights organizations from nine Amazon countries will describe
critical campaigns underway in their respective regions. After the briefing, the media will have an opportunity to
conduct one on one interviews with members of the delegation. We felt it was important to provide a specific space
and format for a media-themed event to help get the word out about the critical issues discussed in the State of the
Amazon Part | segment.

This two part seminar will provide an overview of IRSA, UNASUR and other regional integration initiatives, review the
trends in financing for IRSA mega- projects and the implications for civil society advocacy. An informational session on
Day 1 (1/28) will present case studies of the most controversial projects, discuss trends in project finance and integration
planning as well as present lessons learned from a variety of advocacy campaigns. Day 2 (1/29 will focus on strategy
and skill sharing, specifically to discuss and develop recommendations on strategies and tools to tackle the lack of
adequate planning, safeguards, impact assessment and mitigation for IRSA mega-projects. We will discuss the role of
States, financial institutions --the Inter-American Development Bank (IDB), the Andean Development Corporation (CAF),
and the Brazilian Development Bank (BNDES)-- and industry sectors in backing [IRSA. This two part seminar aims to
exchange experiences and skills in how to campaign to challenge mega projects including the critical process for
formulating counter proposals for the alternative vision of integration that we seek. Civil society has long been excluded
from the IIRSA process. The debate over regional integration is reduced to how to colonize the region’s natural
resources with the least public interference. Beyond a diagnosis of what is wrong with the IIRSA model, concrete policy
and project proposals are urgently needed to shift the debate and government action for UNASUR to be any different.

Representatives of Brazil's national and regional indigenous organizations, and allied NGOs, will explore the
causes and impacts of climate change. The panelists will present their findings related to drivers of climate
change, including industrial agriculture and mega-development projects. Furthermore, they will outline their
objectives and approaches for ensuring the vitality and longevity of the Brazilian Amazon.

Together with Chair of the UN Permanent Forum on Indigenous Issues and other international indigenous leaders,
this session will celebrate passage of the new UN Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples, explain its
contents, and how it is begin used by indigenous and non-indigenous allies. The IFG will also release a report
from the recent strategy session it organized on implementation, and strategies for applying UNDRIP in the World
bank, WTO, UN climate talks, and other areas.

The Amazon Alliance encourages all organizations working in solidarity with Amazonian indigenous peoples to
attend this strategy session on the development of the Amazon Forum. The Amazon Forum, to be held in July,
2009 in Manaus, Brazil, will provide a platform for generating a cohesive, international response to the serious
threats facing Amazonia. The Amazon Forum will generate consensus among leaders of the indigenous and
environmental movements on how to best confront climate change and mega-development projects, form an
international action agenda for the future of Amazonia and its peoples and develop mechanisms to sustain and
monitor implementation of the action agenda.

This highly participatory dialogue session with the leaders of the Amazonian movement will enable grassroots
leaders from diverse social movements to identify common ground and compare strategies for activating global
solidarity.
