After loans, credits, or grants are
signed, entries are dropped from the MOS. Entries are also dropped from the MOS when projects are

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removed from the Bank’s lending program before approval. Each entry in the MOS indicates at what
stage a particular project is in the project cycle. These are highlighted for convenience.

MOS, along with each country’s Country Assistance Strategy (CAS), serve as the earliest possible
indicators of what projects your government and the Bank might be considering for funding. Advocacy
and campaigning experience around the world on Bank projects indicates that the earlier civil society
gets involved in proposed projects, the greater the likelihood of impacting them. It would also be useful
to understand the Bank’s project cycle as summarized below.

Project Cycle

During IDENTIFICATION, both governments and the Bank are involved in analyzing development
strategies for the respective country as a whole and in identifying projects that support those strategies.
When the project identification is completed, the Project Information Document (PID) will be available
through the World Bank’s Project Database®. This is the earliest publicly available project document
and provides a summary of the Project Concept. The PID includes contact information for the Project
Implementing Agency, as well as the World Bank Task Team Leader.

PREPARATION, the second stage of the cycle, is the responsibility of your government. During
preparation, the technical and institutional alternatives for achieving a project's objectives are identified
and discussed. Preparation usually requires feasibility studies followed by more detailed studies of the
alternatives that promise to yield the most satisfactory results. The environmental assessment is usually
carried out during this phase.

Project APPRAISAL, the responsibility of the Bank, provides a comprehensive review of all aspects of the
project (technical, institutional, economic, and financial) and lays the foundation for implementing the
project and evaluating it when completed. A Project Appraisal Document is published following this
stage.

During NEGOTIATIONS, discussions are held between the Bank and the government and agreements
reached are contained in the draft loan, credit or grant documents. Upon completion of negotiations,
the project is then presented to the Executive Directors of the Bank for their consideration. After
approval, the loan, credit or grant agreement is signed.

IMPLEMENTATION of a project usually starts after the loan, credit or grant is declared effective, which
can normally be expected to take a few months after signing.

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World Bank Environment Categorization

Category A: A Category A project is likely to have significant adverse environmental impacts that are
sensitive, diverse, or unprecedented. For a Category A project, the borrower is responsible for
preparing a report, normally an Environmental Impact Assessment (or a suitably comprehensive
regional or sectoral EA).

Category B: A Category B project has potential adverse environmental impacts on human populations
or environmentally important areas - including wetlands, forests, grasslands, and other natural habitats
- which are less adverse than those of Category A projects. The scope of EA for a Category B project
may vary from project to project, but it is narrower than that of Category A assessment.

Category C: A Category C project is likely to have minimal or no adverse environmental impacts.
Beyond screening, no further EA action is required.

Category D: This special category for environmental projects was included in the original Operational
Directive on Environmental Assessment issued in 1989. This category was deleted in the 1991
revision of the Operational Directive and is no longer in use. It was originally used to classify
environmental projects for which a separate environmental assessment may not have been required
due to the fact that the environment was a major focus of project preparation.

Category F: A Category F project involves investment of Bank funds through a financial intermediary,
in subprojects that may result in adverse environmental impacts. (Also known as Category Fl.)

Business Opportunities (BOp) identifies potential projects that are under consideration for ADB
financing. The BOp listings do not guarantee that financing will be approved for particular projects.
However, BOp listings serve as important tools for monitoring and follow up of proposed projects.
These, along with your country’s Country Strategy and Program (CSP), work as early warnings on the




projects that your government and the Bank are considering for funding. Advocacy and campaigning
experience around the world on Bank projects indicates that the earlier civil society gets involved in
proposed projects, the greater the likelihood for impacting them. New and proposed projects are listed
until the point of ADB Board approval; the remaining are dropped from the list. BOp listings are
prepared after CSP approval and during the early phases of Project Preparation. For better
understanding of this process, the ADB’s Project Cycle is summarized below.

Project Cycle

Project Identification/Preparation: ADB often provides grants called project/program preparatory
technical assistance (PPTA) to help the government identify and prepare feasible projects. The summary
is made available in the form of a project profile or project information document (PID). During the early
stage of the PPTA, an initial poverty and social assessment is conducted to identify people who may be
beneficially or adversely affected. A technical assistance report is prepared as a recommendation for
ADB to finance a technical assistance project. If the project requires resettlement of people or might
adversely impact the environment, or indigenous peoples, certain safeguard assessments are prepared
during this stage. The results of these assessments are to be made available to affected people. For

Project Examination: ADB examines project feasibility, first through a fact-finding mission and then
through an appraisal mission. The fact-finding mission examines the project's technical, financial,
economic, environmental, marketing, and management aspects and potential social impact. Detailed
project risks and sensitivity analyses are carried out to assess viability of the proposed project and loan
terms are discussed.

The loan takes effect once certain
conditions are met. The requirements and deadline for loan effectiveness are stipulated in the loan
agreement.

ADB-assisted projects are implemented by the executing agency according to the agreed schedule and
procedures as detailed out in the project administration memorandum. Implementation time generally
ranges from two to five years but depends on the type and nature of the project. ADB's review missions
assess the progress of project implementation by visiting it at least twice a year throughout the
implementation period.

If a project has significant environmental or social issues, ADB will often require the borrower to submit
regular monitoring reports, in addition to progress reports. Information on the project's
implementation progress and status of development objectives and loan covenants is added to the
project information document during this implementation phase.
